REGULAR MEETING

Monday, January 10, 2011

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday the tenth day of January, 2011 at 7:00 P.M.

Mayor Paul Schroeder called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Special Order of Business:  Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, administered the Oath of Office to the newly elected Mayor, Paul Schroeder, and Council Members: Tom Haag and John Plumley.

PLANNING COMMISSION:  No report.

SANITATION DEPARTMENT:
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, reported problems with the main lift station and had to replace one pump.  He is working on purchasing a used impeller for the lift.
WATER DEPARTMENT:

Don Umthun reported, as the weather gets colder, he will ask certain residents to run their water in order to keep the lift stations and water lines open.  The residents will not be charged for the overage in water.

STREET DEPARTMENT:

Don Umthun was notified by Hubbard County that they are running very low of salt for the roads; therefore, the City of Nevis will not be allowed to use their salt.  Don is going to contact the state to see if they have any salt available.  In the mean time, he will be limited to using sand and scrape the streets when weather permits.

Karl Dierkhising, Nevis resident, called the DNR about signage on the Heartland Trail to reduce the speed limit through the City limits.  The state informed Karl that because it is a state trail it is really not doable without extensive work.  To force the situation would take Legislation to pass because it is a state trail and marked at “50” everywhere.  Bemidji is looking into this also.  If something comes up the City of Nevis will be supportive to change the speed limit.
LIQUOR REPORT:

Cammy Johnson, Interim Liquor Store Manager, reported on the promotions for the month of January.  Proceeds from the “Chili Cook-off” will go to the Explorer’s program.
The committee has selected five (5) people to interview for the Liquor Store Manager position.  Names will not be released until the applicants have been notified of the interview date and time.  

FIRE DEPARTMENT:

Paul Schroeder, Mayor, requested Heidi Schmeichel look into a Halvorson Beach sign.

POLICE:
