The city will continue checking into options to drive intoxicated individuals home from the liquor store.  Police Officer Jeff Stacy suggested contracting the job out to waive the city of any legal issues.  

Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, would like to work out a schedule for the Friday Meat Raffle; whereas the Fire Department works half the year and the Liquor Store finds people to work half the year.
Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, and Paul Schroeder, Council Member, will draw up a policy for use of the Nevis skating rink.
