SANITATION DEPARTMENT
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, is in the process of receiving bids for replacing controllers.

WATER DEPARTMENT
M/S/P, Schroeder, Haag, to approve not charging the school a fee for placing the antenna on the City water tower.  The agreements are in the process of being developed. The school will be responsible for the charge of the antenna installation.

Don Umthun requested permission to have residents run water when temperatures are at a certain degree to prevent pipes from freezing.  Council agreed.

STREETS
M/S/P, Haag, Schmeichel to have a street light installed at the end of Main Street East.  Cost will be $25.00 per month.

LIQUOR STORE
M/S/P, to approve Lisa Kamrowski, Liquor Store Manager, to attend the Minnesota Municipal Beverage Association Boot Camp on February 19 and 20 at Breezy Point Resort in Baxter. Registration and lodging is $330.00.
