



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR MEETING

Monday, February 8, 2010

Nevis City Administration Building

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the eighth day of February, 2010 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Acting Mayor Paul Schroeder; Council Members: Karl Dierkhising, Cammy Johnson and Heidi Schmeichel.

Absent:  Mayor Dave McCurnin

Acting Mayor Paul Schroeder called the Regular Meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda for the February 8, 2010 City Council Meeting.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on January 11, 2010

II. Approval of the January, 2010 bills for payment

III. Approval of the January, 2010 financial report

IV. Approval of the January, 2010 liquor report.

Tabled the Zoning/Planning position.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, to attend the MRWA Technical Conference in St. Cloud, March 2-4, 2010.  Registration fee is $175.00.  

Don Umthun informed the council he was contacting residents with water freeze up issues to run water and the city will forgive the excess water usage.

Tabled the handicap accessible entrance for the liquor store until the March, 2010 city council meeting.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve Joel Karnitz and Brian Dewitt as new members of the Nevis Volunteer Fire Department effective February 8, 2010.

A committee was formed to review the “Cemetery Ordinance No. 22”.  Committee members consist of:  Don Umthun, Heidi Schmeichel, Cammy Johnson and Carol Fridgen.  

Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, thanked the C & C and the City of Nevis for purchasing the rotary sweeper for the skating rink.  

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve putting the police vehicle (1999 Crown Victoria) in the Hubbard County auction in the spring of 2010.  Don Umthun and Jeff Stacy will try to strip down the vehicle before the auction.
Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, to attend the MCFOA Annual Conference in St. Cloud March 16-18, 2010.  Registration fee is $200.00.  The cost of lodging will be shared with Akeley.

Tabled the grant from the Office of the Secretary of State for an automatic door opener for the handicapped.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to adjourn the meeting.
