



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS – REGULAR MEETING
Monday, February 9, 2009, 7:00 P.M.

Nevis City Administration Building – Meeting Room 102

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the 9th day of February, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.
Present:  Mayor McCurnin, Council Members:  Karl Dierkhising, Paul Schroeder, Cammy Johnson and Heidi Schmeichel.

Mayor McCurnin called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda for the February 9, 2009 meeting.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on January 12, 2009

II. Approval of the January 2009 bills for payment.

III. Approval of the January 2009 financial report.

IV. Approval of the January 2009 liquor report.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve a clothing allowance for the maintenance department in the amount of $400.00 per year.

Decided to cancel the idea of a vehicle to drive individuals home from the liquor store.

The City received a letter from the Minnesota Department of Health, Environmental Health Division, stating they received a complaint alleging noncompliance with the Minnesota Clean Indoor Air Act at the Nevis Municipal Liquor Store.  The council directed Kathy Plumley, Liquor Store Manager, to hire someone to remove the panels from the smoking shelter so the City is compliant with the State.  

Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, informed the council Hubbard County has been awarded a firefighter’s grant which will include the City of Nevis Fire Department for a radio system which would make us compliant with the federal government.  At this time we do not know the specifics of the grant.  
Determined Meat Raffle workers.  Fire department will do the first 6 months.  Cammy Johnson will do the next three and the fire department will hire someone to work the final three months.  

Cammy Johnson, Council Member, mentioned the possibility of placing a flag at Lakeview Cemetery.  

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve a meeting of the Local Board of Appeal and Equalization for the City of Nevis on Thursday, April 30, 2009 at 10:00 A.M., Nevis City Administration Bldg.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve Resolution No. 2009-02 Resolution Authorizing that the City of Nevis will Act as Legal Sponsor for the Capital Improvement Grant for the Nevis Wilder Trails.
