Hubbard County Sheriff, Cory Aukes, spoke to the City Council regarding “Keeping Children Healthy & Safe – Youth access to alcohol in Hubbard County”.  Alcohol compliance checks are used as a tool to help identify licensed establishments that illegally sell alcohol to underage youth.  The ordinance addresses training of liquor store employees to avoid the sale of alcohol to minors. SANITATION DEPARTMENT –

The Nevis City Council received a letter from Jeff Thielen.  Mr. Thielen is a resident in the Terrace Apartments on Main Street in Nevis.  He has requested a handicap sign be installed on Main Street to indicate it is a handicap parking space and to have the sidewalk corners cleaned of snow/ice.  

M/S/P, to have Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, contact Peloquin Law Office to review the handicap parking situation to determine what the City’s responsibility is in providing handicap parking for a privately owned apartment building.  A letter will be sent to Mr. Thielen after reviewing the attorney’s response.

LIQUOR STORE
M/S/P), Raduenz, Frank, to approve Lisa Kamrowski, Liquor Store Manager, to attend the ServSafe class and certification to become a certified food manager.  The cost of the class is $175.00.

Table the purchase of a panini sandwich press.

M/S/P, Norton, Raduenz, to have Kamrowski check with Minnesota Power and get an energy audit before new lighting is installed in the liquor store.

Fire Chief, Kerry Swenson, informed the council he is intends to retire within the next six (6) months.
