Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the eleventh day of February, 2013, at 6:00 P.M.

Mayor Paul Schroeder called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Haag, to approve the Regular Agenda for the February 11, 2013 City Council Meeting with the following additions:  Administration - Headwater’s Animal Shelter donation;  Liquor – Transfer from Liquor Reserve #911614050 to NOW Account approximately $3,000.00 to pay for beer cooler. 
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M/S/P, Frank, Schmeichel, to approve the Consent Agenda:

PLANNING COMMISSION - 
Brent Lindow, Planning Commission Chairperson, presented the information from the public hearing, held January 30,  for the Conditional Use Permit request for the additions to the Nevis Public School building.  Based on the findings of fact, the Planning Commission unanimously approved the request for the Conditional Use Permit in the R-1 District, and recommended approval by the Nevis City Council.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Haag, to approve  Resolution No. 2013-03 A Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to expand an existing school in an R-1 District.  

SANITATION –  No Report

WATER – 
Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, reported on the progress with the request from the Nevis school for an antenna to be place on the Nevis water tower.  The DNR is in the process of writing an agreement which will allow the City to lease the property from the DNR where the water tower is located.  Once the agreement is established we will have more information as to what specifics need to be included in the agreement with the school and the City to place the antenna on the water tower.

STREETS  -
Mayor Paul Schroeder thanked Don Umthun, Pubic Works Operator, for the great job he has done plowing the streets this winter.  

LIQUOR STORE – 
M/S/P, Schroeder, Schmeichel, to hire the band “Body Shots” for March 16 ($600), and June 8th ($600).  Also, hire the band “Rock Bottom” for May 24 ($750), July 6 ($900), August 30 ($900), October 31 ($750).

M/S/P, Frank, Schmeichel, to approver transferring funds from PB Savings Account #911614050 in the amount of $3,300.00  to the NOW account (liquor fund) to pay for the beer cooler.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Frank to deny the request for a donation from Park Rapids Area Library Board; however, will be a consideration in the 2014 budget.
