



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR MEETING

Monday, March 8, 2010

Nevis City Administration Building

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the eighth day of March, 2010 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Dave McCurnin, Council Members: Karl Dierkhising, Cammy Johnson, Heidi Schmeichel and Paul Schroeder.

Absent:  None

Mayor McCurnin called the Regular Meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda for the march 8, 2010 City Council Meeting with the addition – Police – Deputy Option.  

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on February 8,2010

II. Approval of the February, 2010 bills for payment

III. Approval of the February, 2010 financial report.

IV. Approval of the February, 2010 Liquor Report

Tabled the Zoning/Planning position.

The Council asked Mark Peterson, Liquor Store Manager, to proceed with the step landing and hand rail for the liquor store entrance door if under $500.00.
Mayor McCurnin thanked Craig Huntzinger for his 20 years of service as liquor store bartender.

Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve Chris Miller as a member of the Nevis Volunteer Fire and Rescue effective March 8, 2010.
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, to apply for a training grant for approximately $30,000.00 with a 10% match by the City of Nevis.  The grant includes Fire Fighter I Training and certification test, instruction equipment such as a laptop computer, video projector and training video library.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve requesting funds from the Nevis Fireperson’s Relief Association to purchase Fire Fight Attack Communication System in the amount of $3,800.00.
Table the sign for Halvorson Park.  Paul Schroeder will contact the C & C to ask for a contribution towards the sign.
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, informed the council the skating rink is shut down for the season.

Tabled the deputy option.  

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve Resolution No. 2010-02 A Resolution Authorizing the City of Nevis to Submit a Grant Application to the Office of the Minnesota Secretary of State for an Automatic Door Opener for the City of Nevis and Nevis Township’s polling place.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve the Board of Appeal and Equalization meeting for the City of Nevis on May 13, 8:30 A.M. at the City Administration Office – Council Chambers.

Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve hiring Terry Greenawalt for the Deputy Clerk position at a rate of $10.00 per hour, 20 hours per week, effective March 3, 2010.

Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve contributing $200.00 to the Headwaters Animal Shelter.

Motion by Schmeichel to adjourn the meeting.
