SANITATION DEPARTMENT – 
M/S/P, Raduenz, Frank, to approve to the revised “Agricultural Lease”, previously known as the “Farm Lease”.  

M/S/P, Raduenz, Frank, to approve Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, to advertise for sealed bids for the “Agricultural Lease”.  Bids will be opened at the April 13th City council meeting. Deadline to receive bids at the City Administration Office is 4:00, April 9, 2015.

WATER – 
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, informed the council the water freeze-ups for City residents is about done.

STREETS –
Mayor Norton recommended the resident, which requested handicap parking signs on Main Street, contact the apartment building owner in order to resolve the handicap parking issue.  Norton also asked Umthun to paint the blue handicap curb black this spring.  Norton asked the City Administrator to write a letter to the apartment building owner and to the resident explaining our decision.

Umthun also inquired about the street light request for Arrowhead Drive, which was requested by Earl Klosner.  The Planning Commission has not address this issue as of this date.

LIQUOR STORE –
M/S/P, Raduenz, Frank, to approve purchasing two (2) garbage cans for the liquor store.

M/S/P. Raduenz, Rice, to approve removing the partial wall dividing the on/off sale at the Nevis Municipal Liquor Store.  Russ Hensel, Liquor Store bartender, has offered to remove the wall for the same pay he receives for bartending.

M/S/P, Raduenz, Frank to approve purchasing  a Beverage-Air 27”-wide sandwich prep table from Restaurant Equippers in the amount of $1,548.00.  Funds from the Nevis Liquor Store Reserve Account # 911614050 will be used for payment.

M/S/P, Raduenz, Rice, to approve purchasing a Panini grill from U.S. Foods Culinary Equipment for $689.00 plus shipping.  Funds from the Liquor Store Reserve account # 911614050 will be used for payment

Deputy Josh Oswald gave his law enforcement report for the month. Oswald is concerned about the lighting at Halvorson Park.  Umthun will get quotes from electricians for the lighting.

M/S/P, Raduenz, Rice, to approve the revised “Law Enforcement Services Agreement”.  The agreement will be in effect until December 31, 2017.  

ADMINISTRATION –
M/S/P, Frank, Rice to approve the donation request from Kinship in the amount of $200.00.  Denied donation requests from Park Rapids Area Library, All Veterans Memorial in Park Rapids, United Churches of Akeley and Nevis (U.C.A.N.), Akeley/Nevis Community Food Shelf.  Yes – 4 votes, No – 1 vote.

Mayor Norton was concerned about a conflict of interest because he owns Life Signs, which is a company the fire department has used for first response training. 
M/S/P, Frank, Raduenz, to approve Fire Chief Kerry Swenson to select a different vendor if needed for first response training.  Swenson has hired “Life Signs” in the past, which is owned by Mayor Chris Norton.
