Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the eleventh day of March, 2013, at 6:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Paul Schroeder;  Council Members:  Tom Haag, Tom Frank
Absent:  Heidi Schmeichel, Vacant council position.

Mayor Paul Schroeder called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.

M/S/P, Frank, Haag, to approve the Regular Agenda for the March 11, 2013 City Council meeting.

M/S/P, Haag, Frank to approve the Consent Agenda:
I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on February 11, 2013
II. Approval of the February 2013 bills for payment.
III. Approval of the February 2013 financial report.
IV. Approval of the February 2013 Liquor Report.

SANITATION DEPARTMENT – No Report

WATER DEPARTMENT
Fridgen gave an update on the request by Nevis Public Schools for an antenna to be placed on the City water tower.  The Minnesota DNR is in the process of drawing up an agreement between the City and the DNR.

Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, addressed the milky and stain colored well water.  The stained water is normal this time of year, it is just dirty and the fire department had a burn so they pulled water from a hydrant.  The milky color is coming from well #2 that is sucking a little air which is causing the small air bubbles in the water.  He stated there is nothing wrong with the water and it is safe to drink.

Umthun gave the council a letter from Thein Well, which is on file, explaining their estimate for well rehabilitation for the city well #2.  The well has been on a downward trend since the well was last rehabbed in 2002.  Thein Well gave us an estimated price range of $6,500.00 to $7,500.00 for the project (not including the price of replacement materials, extra pipe, check valve, and miscellaneous components which may be needed) .  The procedure will be to pull the pump and inspect the pumping components, measure the well and bail if needed, jet and pump the screen with a chlorine solution, and run the discharge to a storm drain.

M/S/P, Frank, Haag, to approve hiring Thein Well to repair well #2 with the estimated price range of $6,500.00 to $7,500.00.  No other quotes were received for this project because of the familiarity Thein Well has with our water system.

STREETS
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, stated the City hired Terry Long to remove the large snow piles.  The maintenance department is also working on pushing the large piles of snow back.

LIQUOR STORE
M/S/P, Schroeder, Haag, to hire Northwoods Security and Service in the amount of $4,998.00 to install a security camera system in the Nevis Liquor Store.  Funds from the Liquor Store Reserve Account #911614050 will be used to pay for the system.  (Quotes received are as follows:  Northwoods Security & Service $4,998.00; United Security & Alarm Systems $8,605.10.)

Lisa Kamrowski, Liquor Store Manager, gave an update of the Minnesota Department of Health, Food and Beverage Establishment Inspection Report.  The plumbing to install the hand-washing sink needs to be updated.  Kamrowski will ask for quotes to update the plumbing.  Tabled until the April meeting.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
M/S/P, Frank, Haag, to approve requesting funds from the Nevis Fireperson’s Gaming Funds to upgrade the siren system in the amount up to $3,000.00.  The current system is not compatible with the new Hubbard County radio system.  Quotes received are:  Midstates $2,616.96; Frontline Plus, Inc. $2,199.66.  Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, will award quote to Frontline Plus, Inc. in the amount of $2,199.66.

M/S/P, Haag, Schroeder, to remove Kara Reque as a member of the Nevis Volunteer Fire Department effective March 11, 2013.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – Hubbard County Deputy Jeff Stacey gave a police report to the Nevis City Council.
Mayor Schroeder mentioned he wants to be assured the City is getting their fair share of hours per our law enforcement contract with Hubbard County.

Table the contract for Building Inspector services with Guy Sharpe.

M/S/P, Schroeder, Haag, to deny the $500.00 donation request from UCAN (United Churches of Akeley and Nevis).  The request will be a consideration in the 2014 budget.
