



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS – REGULAR MEETING

Monday, March 9, 2009, 7:00 P.M.

Nevis City Administration Building – Meeting Room 102

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the 9th day of March, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.

Present:  Acting Mayor Paul Schroeder, Council Members:  Karl Dierkhising, Cammy Johnson and Heidi Schmeichel.

Absent:  Mayor Dave McCurnin

Acting Mayor Schroeder called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda for the March 9, 2009 meeting with the following additions:  Administration –

 #3 Approve the request of Becky Kemmer to remove the Leech Lake Area Youth (LLAYH) to hold lawful charitable gambling at Bullwinkles, Inc. 201 Hwy 34 East, Nevis, MN;  

#4  Approve Resolution No. 2009-03 A Resolution Approving the Park Rapids Youth Hockey Association to hold lawful charitable gambling at Bullwinkles, Inc. 201 Hwy 34 East, Nevis, MN.  The types of lawful gambling to be conducted are pull-tabs, raffles, and bingo.  
Liquor  - #2 Be Good or Be Gone signs

Police    Move Item #1 to the beginning of the meeting – Approve Ed Franckowiak as the Nevis Police Chief.  Frank Homer, Hubbard County Sheriff Department, will be here to explain the situation.
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on February 9, 2009

II. Approval of the February 2009 bills for payment

III. Approval of the February 2009 financial report.

IV. Approval of the February 2009 liquor report.

Frank Homer, Chief Deputy, Hubbard County Sheriff Dept., explained why the city of Nevis needs a police chief even though we have contracted with Hubbard County to hire Jeff Stacy.  The state requires municipalities with a police department to have their own police chief.  
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve Ed Franckowiak as the Nevis Police Chief at the rate of $14.00 per hour and remain as a part-time position.  Jeff Stacy, Deputy Sheriff, will continue his position as stated in our contract with Hubbard County.
Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve submitting an “Application by a Governmental Subdivision for Conveyance of Tax-Forfeited Lands for an Authorized Public Use.” in regards to the Nelson property. Also, approved signing and submitting the “Certificate of County Board of Classification of Forfeited Lands as Provided by Minnesota Statutes”.  

Kathy Plumley, Liquor Store Manager, is waiting to receive a letter from the Minnesota Department of Health, Environmental Health Division, stating they are in compliance with the Minnesota Clean Indoor Air Act.  

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve a 60-day leave of absence for Dan Rehkamp from the Nevis Fire Department effective March 9, 2009.
The Nevis Skating Rink is closed for the 2008-2009 winter season.

The Nevis city council heard complaints from city residents, Kenneth and Ann Marks, located at 301 Pleasant Street, in regards to snowmobilers trespassing on their lawn.  The council asked the Marks’ to put up posts and ribbon on their property boundaries.  The city will look at possibly revising the snowmobile ordinance at a future date.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve a donation in the amount of $200.00 for the Lakes Area Dive Team.
Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve a donation in the amount of $200.00 to the Headwaters Animal Shelter.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously, to remove the Leech Lake Area Youth Hockey Resolution No. 2008-07 from Bullwinkles, Inc. 201 Hwy 34 East, Nevis, effective March 9, 2009.
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve 
Resolution No. 2009-03 A resolution approving a lawful charitable gambling license for the Park Rapids Youth Hockey Association to be conducted at Bullwinkles, Inc.,
201 Highway 34 East, Nevis, MN.  Types of lawful gambling to be conducted are pull-tabs, raffles, and bingo.  Effective date is March 10, 2009.
