Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the eighth day of April, 2013, at 6:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Paul Schroeder; Council Members: Tom Frank, Tom Haag, Rich Johnson, Heidi Schmeichel.

Mayor Paul Schroeder called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.

Mayor Schroeder welcomed Rich Johnson as our newly appointed council member.  The “Oath of Office” was administered to Mr.  Johnson prior to the meeting.  Johnson will serve as the commissioner of water, sanitation, and streets.  

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Frank, to approve the Regular Agenda for the April 8, 2013 City Council meeting with the following addition:  Fire:  Grant.

M/S/P, Schroeder, Haag, to approve the City does not waive the monetary limits on municipal tort liability established by Minnesota Statutes 446.04.

SANITATION DEPARTMENT – 
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, reported next month he will bring in quotes for the control panels.

WATER DEPARTMENT -
Umthun reported he will be flushing hydrants April 29, 30 and May 1, 2013. 

STREETS –
Umthun reported the plow truck is in need of a lot of repair and he would like the City to look into possibly replacing it with another vehicle.  He will check on the cost to bring the old plow back to working order, the value of the old truck and the cost to replacement it.

LIQUOR STORE – 
M/S/P, Schmeichel, Schroeder, to approve the quote for the keg cooler from Tweeton Refrigeration, Option 1 in the amount of $15,933.00.  The cooler will be paid from funds  of the Liquor Store Reserve Account #911614050.  Quotes received are:  Naylor Heating & Refrigeration  - 8’ x 14’ x 8’ $15,104.00 and Tweeton Refrigeration  - Option 1 - 23’ x 8’ x 7.5’ $15,933.00.  

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Frank, to approve the quote from Ackerman Plumbing & heating for a hand washing sink and update plumbing in the liquor store in the amount of $1,785.00.  Quotes received are:  Ackerman Plumbing & Heating $1,785.00 and Samuelson Laney Plumbing $2,478.00.  Funds from the Liquor Store Reserve Account #911614050 will be used to pay Ackerman.

FIRE DEPARTMENT – 
M/S/P, Schmeichel, Frank, to approve Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, to apply for two (2) grants from the DNR in the amount of approximately $7,000.00 for hoses and fittings.

M/S/P, Schroeder, Schmeichel, to grant permission for Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, to fill out the application from Giziibii and look for options for the fire hall building.

CEMETERY –
Umthun may have to replace the lawn mower and would like to use the Cemetery Fund 25-06347. 

PARKS DEPARTMENT – 
Mayor Paul Schroeder requested Tom Frank to check into building a separate set of steps where people park their boats on the west side of Halvorson Beach.  

Heidi Schmeichel will give Tom Frank the information to purchase another sign for Halvorson Beach.
