Mayor Schroeder called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.

M/S/P, Haag, Schmeichel, to approve the Regular Agenda for the April 14, 2014 City Council meeting with the following additions:  V. Lowell Koebnick – Road maintenance on Wildwood Avenue; Sanitation – Computer for Fire Hall and Sanitation.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Johnson, to approve the Consent Agenda:
I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on March 10, 2014
II. Approval of the March 2014 bills for payment.
III. Approval of the March 2014 financial report.
IV. Approval of the March 2014 Liquor Report.

Jim Hukki, past Mayor,  presented a letter the City had received in 1995 from President Bill Clinton.  The Award was for outstanding environmental protection services.  The framed letter will be displayed at the Nevis School.

Lowell Koebnick addressed the council concerning the condition of Wildwood Avenue.  He would like 2” of gravel on the road.

Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, will get quotes for placing gravel on Wildwood Avenue and present to the council at the May, 2014 meeting for a decision.

Dick Sessing, Insurance Agent, Dick Sessing Insurance, presented the liability coverage renewal for May 1, 2014 to April 30, 2015.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Schroeder, to approve the liability insurance from May 2014 to April 2015.

M/S/P, Schroeder, Schmeichel, to approve the City does not waive the monetary limits on municipal tort liability established by Minnesota Statutes 446.04.

PLANNING COMMISSION
M/S/P, Schroeder, Schmeichel, to approve Resolution No. 2014-05 Approving a Conditional Use Permit for Parcel 31.44.00100. Request by Gary Nicklason for a conditional use permit for a planned unit development mixed use to remodel ½ of an existing commercial building for a new apartment dwelling in conjunction with an existing commercial shop and mini storage buildings on property located at 300 Bunyan Trails Drive.

SANITATION DEPARTMENT - 
M/S/P, Haag, Schmeichel to approve the purchase of a new computer system to be shared with the sanitation and fire departments.  The cost of the computer system is $1,294.26 from Microtech Computer Center.  Cost will be a shared expense - 50% by Sanitation and 50% Nevis Fire.

WATER DEPARTMENT - 
Don Umthun explained the Wellhead Protection (WHP) Plan.  The Minnesota Department of Health (MDH) has notified the city of Nevis that it is required to prepare and submit to MDH a WHP plan for our wells.  

M/S/P, Schrloeder, Haag, to approve the requirement of the Minnesota Department of Health that the City of Nevis begin the Wellhead Protection Planning.

M/S/P, to designate Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, as Manager of the Wellhead Protection project for the City of Nevis.  A council member will be designated at the May, 2014 city council meeting. 

M/S/P, Haag, Schmeichel, to approve the purchase of a new locator in the amount of $900.00. Payment will come from the water fund.

Dates for flushing hydrants will be May 5, 6, 7.

Umthun will get bids for street sweeping.

Lisa Kamrowski, Liquor Store Manager, displayed the new shirts for the liquor store employees.
