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PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES
April 23, 2014

The meeting was called to order by the Chair at 6:00 p.m. and the pledge of allegiance was recited.
1. Roll was called. Commission members present; Chair Lindow, Skinness, Larsen, Babler, Nicklason, Council Liaison Frank and Planning & Zoning Administrator Mack were in attendance.  Additional guests included: Gary Wolf and Kevin Lindow

2. Agenda was unanimously approved as presented.

3. The March 26, 2014 Planning Commission meeting minutes were unanimously approved as amended.

4. Gary Wolff (for mother Laverne) 509 Main St. West was in attendance to discuss potential future street pattern layout considerations for a proposed simple lot division.  Planner Mack presented the request.  The proposal includes a request to divide approximately 1 acre around the existing house which is pending a sale.  Mack stated that the main reason for discussion by the Planning Commission was to determine the need for future street extensions to the balance of his land and hence the need to reserve frontage onto Main St.  Following considerable discussion the commission concurred with the need to preserve this future need and required a minimum of 60 ft. lot width onto Main St.  This will require an urban section street with curb and gutter within the 60 ft. ROW section if the street is built in the future with subsequent platting of the remaining acreage.  Kevin Lindow, surveyor for Mr. Wolff will prepare the COS accordingly.

5. Brent Nicklason 25275 S.H. 34.was in attendance to discuss land use considerations for his catering and entertainment facility and possible connection to city sewer and/or water services.  Nicklason is working with Hubbard County on creating a zoning text amendment and subsequent CUP approval for the project.  An on-site sewage system would be required by the county, unless connection to the Nevis City sewer main is permitted.  Mack stated that it would likely be the policy of the City Council to require annexation of land into Nevis City Limits prior to authorizing such connection to sewer services.  Council member Frank cited past precedence for this policy consideration by the City Council.  Following lengthy discussion is was agreed that Mack will check with Don to assess the technical feasibility of a service connection to the city main and get back in touch with Mr. Nicklason.

6. Other Business

· City Park Property – Commission member Skinness indicated that the ad hoc park group would be meeting next on May 13th.
7. With there being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:25 p.m.
