



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR MEETING

Monday, May 10, 2010

Nevis City Administration Building
Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the tenth day of May, 2010 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Dave McCurnin; Council Members:  Karl Dierkhising, Cammy Johnson, Heidi Schmeichel and Paul Schroeder

Absent:  None

Mayor McCurnin called the Regular Meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Mayor McCurnin appointed Collin Huckbody, a ninth-grade student at Nevis High School, as honorary mayor for the May 10, 2010 City council meeting.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda for the May 10, 2010 City Council meeting with addition: Fire – Nevis resident concern.
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on April 12, 2010.

II. Approval of the April, 2010 bills for payment

III. Approval of the April, 2010 financial report.

IV. Approval of the April, 2010 Liquor Report.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the 2009 City Audit Report as presented by Don Zierke, CPA, Miller McDonald, LTD.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve contracting with Dave Niesen as the City Planning and Zoning person.  Mr. Niesen charges $40.00 per hour on an on-call basis.
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve extending the liquor store to the parking lot for summer and fall events as needed.  The council requested the parking lot area be roped off for each outdoor event.
Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, informed the council that we have received an award notification for the radio system equipment # EMW-2009-FR-00084 in the amount of  $99,668.00.
Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, explained the Fire Department is planning a fund raiser for a new set of jaws-of-life for the fire department.  The fire department will be selling pork sandwiches at the Pig Races in July, 2010.

Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, clarified the resident’s concern if all fire trucks left the fire hall for a fire call, what the procedure will be.  

Innovative Signs will make a temporary sign for “Halvorson Beach” which will be 7’ by 1.5’ at $11.00/square foot.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the “Citizen Complaint or Concern Policy”.

The council was reminded of the “Board of Appeal and Equalization” meeting to be held May 13, at 8:30 A.M.

Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, informed the council that the City has been awarded a grant for the automatic handicap accessible door.  The automatic handicap accessible door will be installed at the Nevis City Administration Office, room 102 which is used for city and township elections.  The grant may not exceed $3,000.00 and the project must be completed by August 1, 2010.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried to adjourn the meeting.
