Mayor Schroeder called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.

M/S/P Schmeichel, Haag, to approve the Regular Agenda for the May 12, 2014 City Council meeting with the following additions:  Liquor – 1.  Upgrade liquor store POS system.  2.  Upgrade computers.  3.  Request to purchase trash cans.  Streets – Letter from Nevis Township requesting funds for Woodland Drive.

M/S/P, Schroeder, Schmeichel, to appoint Tom Frank as part of the wellhead protection plan team.  

STREETS
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, presented a verbal quote for the cost to place gravel on Wildwood Avenue.  The cost is approximately $5,000 to $6,000.  Item is tabled and will be considered as a budgeted item for the year 2015.

Tabled the request from Nevis Township to pay half the cost for crack sweeping and filling on Woodland Drive.

LIQUOR STORE
M/S/P, Frank, Schmeichel, to approve an upgrade of the liquor store POS system which includes current upgrade, one (1) year of priority telephone technical support and  upgrade in July.  Cost is $845.00.  Also, a USB key of $89.00.  Funds from the Liquor Store Reserve Account #9 11614050 will be used for payment.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Haag, to approve an upgrade to two liquor store computers, correctly set up the Wifi and AP isolation, and secure the camera system.  Cost of the two (2) computers and all setups and installation amounts to $1,855.50.  Funds from the Liquor Store Reserve Account #911614050 will be used.

Motion by Schmeichel to purchase one (1) trash receptacle in the amount of $287.95.  Motion failed due to the lack of a second to the motion.
