Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the thirteenth day of May, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.

Mayor Paul Schroeder called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.

[bookmark: _GoBack]M/S/P, Schmeichel, Frank to approve the Regular Agenda for the May 13, 2013, City Council meeting with the following additions:  Water Dept – Lease agreement between DNR and City of Nevis for water tower,  Liquor Store – Lisa Kamrowski to attend the MMBA conference May 19, 20, 21.  Administration – Muskie Park lease agreement with DNR, Fire – Update on siren, new member and a presentation.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Tom Haag, to approve the Consent Agenda:

Cory Aukes, Hubbard County Sheriff, discussed the Law Enforcement contract with the City.  He thought there may be a concern that Jeff Stacey was not always the officer on duty for Nevis.  The shifts are shared with other Hubbard County officers.  Mayor Schroeder explained it was definitely the City’s assumption Jeff Stacey was our police officer.  He feels it is trailing off to where it is not Stacey anymore and the council needs to be aware.  He feels the most important concern is that we are covered for the forty (40) hours which we are paying for.

PLANNING COMMISSION
M/S/P, Schroeder, Frank, to approve the recommendation for appointment of Gary Nicklason to the City of Nevis Planning Commission effective May 13, 2013.  Gary replaced Tom Frank whose term expired July 31, 2014; therefore Gary Nicklason’s term will expire July 31, 2014.  

M/S/P, Frank, Schmeichel to approve the recommendation of the City of Nevis Planning Commission By-Laws.

SANITATION DEPARTMENT

WATER DEPARTMENT
The City Council scheduled a work session to discuss water and sewer rates for May 21, 2013 at 4:00 PM.

Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, expressed his concern about the addition to the Nevis School being too close to the City water main on the east side of the building.  The footings are approximately 12 feet from the water main.  A step will also be installed causing the water main to be covered by cement.  Steve Rassier, Nevis Superintendent, said the school is aware and would be responsible should something happen whereas the concrete would have to be removed to repair the main.  The water line is approximately 8 feet deep and should not be affected; however, Umthun said if we did have trouble and have to dig a hole and remove part of the concrete slab the expense would not fall back on the City.  Rassier is going to draw up an agreement stating the City would not be liable should something happen to the water main and the concrete will have to be removed. 

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Frank, to approve Lease Agreement #14-012-0799 between the City of Nevis and Minnesota Department of Natural Resources for the portion of land the water tower is located.  (Part of Govt. Lot 1 in Sec. 10, Township 140 North, Range 33 West, Hubbard County). Payment of $885.00 will cover the lease for the term of five (5) years. 

STREETS
Umthun reported the streets will be swept next week sometime.

LIQUOR STORE
M/S/P, Schmeichel, Schroeder, to approve Lisa Kamrowski, Liquor Store Manager, to attend the Minnesota Municipal Beverage Association (MMBA) on May 19, 20 and 21 at Alexandria, MN.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, informed the council Frontline Plus, Inc. will upgrade the civil defense tower within the next couple weeks.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Frank, to approve Parker Torkelson as a new member to the Nevis Volunteer Fire Department effective May 13, 2013.

Swenson  presented a plaque to retiree Don Umthun for his 17 years of service with the Nevis Volunteer Fire Department.  

CEMETERY – Flags will be placed in the cemetery for Memorial Day.

PARKS DEPARTMENT
M/S/P, Frank, Schmeichel, to approve the quote for a lawnmower from Walker Power Equipment in the amount of $4,355.16.  Quotes received:  Walker Power Equipment  $4,355.16 and $4,782.66, L & M Fleet $3,918.00 and $3,690.00.  Funds from Money Market #25-06325 – Cemetery Fund will be used to pay for the lawnmower.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – No report

ADMINISTRATION
Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, explained the DNR, after their survey, has realized the flag pole and playground are also located on DNR property.  Our agreement for Muskie Park is up in June so they will move the boundary lines to include the flag pole and playground areas.  The City is responsible for proving the playground equipment is safe and ADA approved.  The sand may be an issue.  The City will continue to supply the DNR with necessary information to allow them to re-write the lease agreement accordingly.
