Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the ninth day of June, 2014, at 6:00 P.M.

Mayor Schroeder called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.

M/S/P, Haag, Schmeichel, to approve the Regular Agenda for the June 9, 2014 City Council meeting with the following addition:  Administration – City office building paint/stain.

PLANNING COMMISSION
M/S/P, Haag, Frank, to accept the resignation of Andrew Mack as Planning and Zoning Administrator effective June 30, 2014

M/S/P, Schroeder, Schmeichel, to approve contracting with Edith (Edy) Asell as the Zoning Administrator effective July 1, 2014.

M/S/P, Schroeder, Frank, to approve the Planning & Zoning Administrator Contract for Services between Edith (Edy) Asell and the City of Nevis.

WATER DEPARTMENT –  No Report

STREETS - 	
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, reported on the bill received from Nevis Township for crack sweeping and filling on Woodland Drive.  The Township has requested the City of Nevis pay half the bill.  Umthun contacted the Township and it was determined we have an agreement  that states they will take care of the east side and we take care of the west side.  We do not bill them for the City’s work; therefore, the township should not bill us for their work on Woodland Drive. 	

LIQUOR – 
M/S/P, Schroeder, Schmeichel, to approve hiring the band  “White Knuckle Willie” on August 2, 2014 in the amount of $850.00“.  They will perform in the Nevis Municipal Liquor Store parking lot.  The motion also included hiring the band “Rock Bottom” on August 23, 2014, in the amount of $900.00. The band will perform in front of the Laundromat.  

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Frank, to approve the Nevis Municipal Liquor Store to be open on Sunday, July 6, 2014, from noon until 8:00 P.M. for the Pig Races.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Frank, to approve extending the Nevis Municipal Liquor Store to Muskie Park for the Pig Races on July 6 and for Muskie Days, July 25 and 26.

M/S/P, Schroeder, Schmeichel, to approve hiring Russ Hensel, City employee, to extend the patio roof over the off-sale doorway.  Hensel will be paid his same hourly wage as his bartender position.  The cost of material is approximately $800.00.

FIRE DEPARTMENT- No report

CEMETERY – 
Don Umthun reported he met with Don Hoffman Electric and he will order the wire and do the trenching to connect the light to the flagpole at Lakeview Cemetery.

PARKS DEPARTMENT –
Umthun reported the Halvorson Beach restrooms had been vandalized. 

Schroeder reported on the e-mail sent from Andrew Mack stating a permit will not be needed for the sledding hill grading project.  He is not requiring a grading and drainage plan due to the fact that minimal amounts of dirt will be repositioned on the site, no significant changes to the parcel contours will result, and minimal, if any, fills will be placed on the property. Silt fencing or another means to control erosion of disturbed soils should be employed during the site grading work.  Minimal additional topsoil is perfectly appropriate should it be necessary to accelerate stabilization of the hillside and promote re-establishment of turf. The Nevis C & C will pay for any expenses that may be incurred.

POLICE DEPARTMENT –
Deputy Josh Oswald reported on the Halvorson Beach restroom vandalism.  He will have keys made for law enforcement to lock the bathrooms at approximately 9:00 p.m. every day.  

Deputy Oswald was asked to please enforce the City Dog Ordinance No. 2.

ADMINISTRATION – 
M/S/P, Frank, Haag, to approve donating $400.0to the Nevis Senior Center.

M/S/P Schmeichel, Haag, to approve a 3% pay raise for Nevis City employees effective June 2, 2014.

Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, gave an update on the request of Leona’s to place a 1,000 gallon gas tank next to the tank located behind the City office building.  Lakes Area Coop said it is feasible but they would have to move our gas tank over two (2) feet and place Leona’s tank next to ours.  Dick Sessing,  insurance agent, suggested we add in our lease a condition to hold the City harmless as a result of tank malfunction.  The City attorney will be notified to draw up an agreement.

Tabled painting/staining the Nevis City Office Building.  An ad requesting bids to paint the building front
 will be put in the Northwoods Press.
