STREETS:  
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, reported the signs have been ordered for the SHIP grant we received.  They will begin installing the signs and painting lines as soon as the signs have been received.  Umthun also reported the street sweeper swept the streets.

LIQUOR STORE:

M/S/P, Schroeder, Plumley to approve the Uffda Days proposal to volunteer their services to build a deck and handicap accessibility to the liquor store.  The material is approximately $940.00.  The deck will be 10’ W x 28’ L.  The Uffda Days committee will receive a $250.00 donation from the City of Nevis.  ($500.00 was donated from MMBA to go towards this project).
The current smoke shack may be given away.  The smoke shack was given to the City from Ah-gwah-ching Nursing Home.  
M/S/P, Johnson, Schmeichel to approve Lisa Kamrowski, Liquor Store Manager, to purchase T-shirts and sweatshirts in the amount of $1,700.00.  (6 dozen t-shirts and 3 dozen sweatshirts).

FIRE:

Fire Chief, Kerry Swenson, reported the fund raiser over the weekend of July 8, 9, 10, went well.  The fire department had a hog roast in the Nevis Municipal parking lot on July 8 and sold food in the concession stand at Muskie Park on July 10 for the Nevis Pig Races.
