PARKS DEPARTMENT –
Don Umthun reported that we did lose one tree.  The beach buoy and raft has been moved.  The new dog signs have been placed in the parks.

POLICE DEPARTMENT – 
Hubbard County Deputy Josh Oswald gave his law enforcement report for the month of June 2016.
Oswald met with Beth Poole regarding Liquor Store issues for the Muskie Days events.  

NEW BUSINESS:
Kelly Poole has been appointed to be the liaison for the Planning Commission.

The Budget Workshop for 2017 is scheduled for Thursday, July 21, 2016 at 5pm.

Council member Kelly Poole brought to our attention damage that has been done to the Veteran Markers at our cemetery.  Dave Free has been repairing the ones that he can, some are beyond repair.  The cost per marker plus marker stake would be $28.20.  A quote from CenTec Cast Metal Products was presented.
