



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR MEETING

Monday, July 13, 2009 – 7:00 P.M.

Nevis City Administration Building – Meeting Room 102

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the thirteenth day of July, 2009 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Dave McCurnin, Council Members: Karl Dierkhising, Cammy Johnson, Paul Schroeder and Heidi Schmeichel.  Absent:  None.
Mayor McCurnin called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda with the following addition:  Fire – Approve new member Lisa Kamrowski to the Nevis Volunteer Fire Department.  Move – Plumley, Bullwinkles liquor license to V. 1.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on June 8, 2009

II. Approval of the June 2009 bills for payment

III. Approval of the June 2009 financial report.

IV. Approval of the June 2009 liquor report.

Donald Zierke, CPA, Miller & McDonald, reported on their audit of the financial statements of the City of Nevis for the year ended 2008.  

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve the 2008 audit by Miller & McDonald.

Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the On-Sale Liquor License and Sunday Liquor License for Kathy Plumley dba Bullwinkle’s. The approval is contingent upon her application being approved by Minnesota Department of Public Safety, Alcohol and Gambling Enforcement Div., and payment to the City for the On-Sale Liquor License fee and Sunday License fee.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by McCurnin, and carried unanimously to approve the Planning Commission recommendation to approve a variance request from the Nevis Public School to construct a handicap access ramp and vestibule to the main entrance that does not meet the required 30-feet setback.

Don Umthun reported there is a dip in the sewer line on Arrowhead Drive that needs to be repaired.  Don will get quotes for the August meeting.
Paul Schroeder requested we address the water rates at the August, 2009 City Council Meeting.  

Table the Ford pick-up repairs.

Mayor McCurnin thanked Russ Holmin and Don Umthun for all their help with the Pig Races.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve hiring Mark Peterson as Liquor Store Manager effective July 14, 2009 at the annual salary of $34,500.00.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve purchasing the pre-pay Propane LP gas from Gas Service in the amount of $1.29 per gallon, 2300 gallons, amounting to $2,967.00.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve selling the Budweiser Chiller back to Big North in the amount of $600.00.  

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve extending the liquor store to Main Street for Muskie Days using an orange fence on both ends of Main Street.  

The City Council commended Cammy Johnson for doing such a good job as “Liquor Store Supervisor” during the interim period of hiring a liquor store manager.  

Table Schedules I and II for Lump Sum Pension Plan Report Form Year 2008.  

Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve the lease agreement for the pull-tab booth, pull-tab dispenser and box, with the Volunteer Firepersons’ Relief Association for $200.00 per month beginning August 1, 2009 to July 31, 2011.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by McCurnin, and carried unanimously to approve Lisa Kamrowski as a new member to the Nevis Volunteer Fire Department effective July 13, 2009.
Heidi Schmeichel reported some of the headstones in Lakeview Cemetery need to be raised up and straightened.  Larry Miller, Akeley, has a machine to raise and straighten the stones and is willing to lend to the City at no charge.  
Table sign for Halvorson Park.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve naming the park located at the corner of Main Street and 7th Avenue, (currently the frisbee golf park) Pearson Park after W. W. Pearson.  W. W. Pearson donated this park in the 1900’s.  PID # 31.42.00002.
The Nevis Chamber of Commerce is paying for the dirt and insulation at the Nevis skating rink.
