



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR MEETING

Monday, August 8, 2011

Nevis City Administration Office, Meeting room 102

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday the eighth day of August, 2011 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Paul Schroeder; Council Members:  Tom Haag, Cammy Johnson, John Plumley and Heidi Schmeichel.

Mayor Paul Schroeder called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Plumley, to approve the Regular Agenda for the August 8, 2011 City Council meeting with the following additions:  Parks – Muskie Days follow up: Brian Skinness, tent, beer wagon and band.  Parks – Retaining wall budget; Liquor Store – Handicap accessibility.  Remove – Administration – pre-buy propane.

M/S/P, Johnson, Schmeichel, to approve the Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on July 11, 2011

II. Approval of the July 2011 bills for payment.
III. Approval of the July 2011 financial report.

PARKS DEPARTMENT
Paul Schroeder, Mayor, explained the C & C, at their last meeting, has approved to go ahead with a project to make a sliding hill for the community.  The second phase will be an amphitheater.  Paul Schroeder has an interest in this project so he is stepping back from it.  It is strictly a C & C venture.  The market value of the land is $17,000.00.  Paul and Amy Schroeder have offered the land to the C & C for $15,000.00.  The land is adjacent to the skating rink between Village Road and County Road 2.  PID#31.37.42200.
Brian Skinness, C & C member, explained that at the present time the C & C does not have the specifics of the project, nor the costs.  The C & C would purchase the property and be responsible for the improvements and convey it to the city with conditions depending on how the City would like to manage it.  Before they put numbers together they would like to know the intent of the council.  To make the hill into a sliding hill, which is phase 1, trees would be removed, electricity put in for lighting.  Phase two is the amphitheater.  The City would be responsible to maintain the property and pay for the insurance and electrical bills. Skinness wants to know if there is enough intent of the City to go forward and put details into the project.  Skinness will bring more information back to the city.
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, expressed his concern about zoning issues such as lighting, parking, and noise from the amphitheater and costs to the City.  Long term we would possibly have to put in bathrooms which need to be maintained.  

Muskie Days follow-up was discussed.  Paul Schroeder gave a recap of the situation.  Brian Skinness had come before the City council and asked if he could put on a two-day music festival during Muskie Days.  The City gave the go ahead.  The liquor store was going to have a band outside at the same time and the council did not approve; therefore, the outside band was moved to a different date of July 8.  The liquor store did not have a band outside, but it was inside.  Before Brian Skinness and the C & C begin plans for next year he would like to know how the council feels on three stands:  1. Tent will be in the same area.  2.  Beer wagon at the music festival by Muskie Park.  3.  Is the liquor store going to have a band inside? 

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Plumley, that the C & C, Brian Skinness, be in charge of the music festival for Muskie Days.  The liquor store will not have a band inside or outside during Muskie Days.  The city will provide a beer truck at Muskie Park and the Liquor Store parking lot.
Paul Schroeder asked Don Umthun to find a rough amount to fix the retaining wall and include that number in our 2012 budget.

PLANNING COMMISSION

Schroeder explained the need for a  Zoning Administrator position.  Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, has been acting as Zoning Administrator since the resignation of the Deputy clerk/Zoning Administrator position in December, 2009.  Schroeder would like Fridgen to see if there is a qualified person available and the cost for 8 to 10 hours per week beginning next spring.

Place on the April, 2012, agenda:  Publish “Operation Throw and Mow” - First week in May residents have an opportunity to clean their residents.  A committee may be formed.

LIQUOR STORE – 

The Liquor Store received two (2) bids for the deck roof:  $900 for steel; $950 shingled.  The Uffda Days Committee has volunteered to build the roof onto the deck and shingle.  They have asked for a donation to Uffda Days as payment.
M/S/P, Schmeichel, Plumley to have the Uffda Days Committee build the deck roof and shingle.  The city will donate $400.00 to the Uffda Days Committee for volunteering to do the work.

Lisa Kamrowski, Liquor Store Manager, was asked by the council to keep the deck handicap accessible.
FIRE DEPARTMENT –
Tabled approving Schedules I and II for Lump Sum Pension Plan Report Form Year 2010.

CEMETERY – 

Council Member, Heidi Schmeichel, thanked Don Umthun, Russ Holmin and Mike O’Gara for the terrific job they have done mowing Lakeview and Resthaven Cemetery.
POLICE –

Jeff Stacey, Hubbard County Deputy, thanked Don Umthun for the great job he did setting up for Muskie Days.  
Police Department options were discussed.  Tabled until the September meeting.

ADMINISTRATION –

Lisa Kamrowski will have an evaluation before the September meeting.  She was commended by Schroeder for increasing sales compared to last year at this time.  Schroeder proposed raising her salary from $32,500 to $33,500 at the September council meeting.

Tabled pay raises for city employees until the September meeting.
A budget meeting was scheduled for August 16, 2011 at 10:00 A.M.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Plumley  to budget $1,200.00 towards a City brochure into our 2012 budget.  Deb King has agreed to produce a City brochure free of charge.  The cost will be approximately $1.00 per brochure for materials.

M/S/P, Schroeder, Schmeichel, to adjourn the meeting.
