Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the ninth day of August, 2010 at 7:00 P.M.

Mayor McCurnin called the Regular Meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

M/S/P, Dierkhising/ Schmeichel to approve the Regular Agenda for the August 9, 2010 City Council Meeting with the following addition:  Fire – Update Gaming Lease.
M/S/P, Johnson/ Schroeder to approve the Consent Agenda:

Joyce Alto spoke to the City Council about “Let’s Go Fishing” and the Hubbard County Council on Aging.

PLANNING COMMISSION: 

The Planning Commission held a public hearing on July 28, 2010 for a variance request from the Hubbard County Housing & Redevelopment Authority.  The HRA requested approval to build a single family slab on grade structure utilizing the existing foundation that was inadvertently constructed closer to the street right-of-way than allowed under the setback requirements of the zoning ordinance.  The property is located at 304 Main Street West, PID # 31.42.00500.
M/S/P, Schroeder/ Dierkhising to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission to deny the variance request of the HRA for the property located at 304 Main Street West.
The Council directed the City Administrator to write a letter to the HRA asking them to fill in the hole where the footings were poured with a deadline of October 15, 2010.

WATER DEPARTMENT 

M/S/P, McCurnin/ Dierkhising to approve tabling the water connection located at 115 Highway34.

STREET DEPARTMENT

Justin Isaacson asked the City to contact the Department of Transportation to conduct a study on Highway 34 to reduce the speed limit.

M/S/P, Dierkhising/ Johnson to approve contacting the DOT to conduct a study to reduce the speed limit on Highway 34 within the City limits.   Also inquire if there is a charge to the City for the study.  
LIQUOR STORE

Mark Peterson, Liquor Store Manager, reported on the promotions for July and August.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, reported one of the firepersons’ son passed away and the fire department will be driving one of the fire trucks to the cities for the funeral.

M/S/P, Schroeder/ Johnson to approve updating the Minnesota Lawful Gambling LG215 Lease for Lawful Gambling Activity at the Nevis Municipal Liquor Store to a perpetual lease which is open-ended.  Also, to include bingo at the Nevis Municipal Liquor Store effective September 1, 2010.

ADMINISTRATION

M/S/P, McCurnin/ Johnson to approve purchasing the pre-buy propane from Gas Service at a rate of $1.59 per gallon.  The City has a remaining balance of $896.92 which will be used as propane is purchased from today’s date forward.  We will not issue a pre-buy check, but will be charged as the tanks are filled at a rate of $1.59 per gallon.  Quotes received are:  Lakes Area Cooperative $1.65 per gallon; Skelgas $1.65 per gallon. And Gas Service $1.59 per gallon.
