STREETS – 
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, explained that last fall the City put in a utility service to a home.  Part of the agreement is that the homeowner be responsible for repairing the road and the homeowner agreed to repair the road in the spring of 2014.  The road has not been repaired as of today’s date, August 11.  Umthun requested the council approve drafting a letter giving the homeowner a deadline for repairing the road by the next city council meeting on September 8.  The bill for repair will be the homeowners responsibility, if not paid the City will certify that amount to Hubbard County to be applied to his 2015 property taxes.

M/S/P, Raduenz, Frank, to approve Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, to compose a letter requesting the homeowner located at 318 Main Avenue East, Nevis, to repair the road which was torn up from the installation of utilities to his home.  The deadline for repair to the road will be September 8, 2014.  If the road is not repaired by that date the City will request bids from contractors to repair.  The homeowner will be billed for the project and if not paid the City will submit the amount to be certified to his property taxes the following year.

Umthun informed the council of a resident’s property which we removed the concrete in his driveway to repair his curb stop. The City replaced the concrete in his driveway and repaired the curb stop.  In the process of repairing the driveway the skirt was cracked.  Umthun will ask for bids to replace the cracked concrete, which will be presented at the September 8, 2014 City council meeting.

LIQUOR STORE 
M/S/P, Schroeder, Frank, to approve the quote from Northwoods Security & Service in the amount of $2,350.00 to install seven (7) security cameras on the Nevis Liquor Store premises.  (Quote consists of the following:  One (1) High Resolution Motion Detection Camera (Front Door), Three (3) Ultra High Resolution Indoor Cameras, three (3) Hi resolution exterior cameras with brackets.  All equipment comes with a 3-year total replacement warranty – wire, video, cable, fittings and labor).   Heidi Raduenz voted not in favor.  Payment for the camera will come from the Nevis Municipal Liquor Store Reserve Acct. #911614050.
