POLICE DEPARTMENT –

NEW BUSINESS:
Citizen’s Complaints: 
Skunks:  The City does not have a way of containing and removing of the skunks.  Questions were asked by Council Member Kelly Poole of citizens removing the nuisance, see Ordinance No.14 (Firearms).
Grass:  Complaints have been made by residents regarding long grass and un- kept yards. City Ordinance No. 19 (Nuisances).  This ordinance only applies to noxious weeds.  According to the State of Minnesota, grass is not a noxious weed.  Zoning Ordinance No.36, section 60-030 states “Grass must be mowed once it reaches a height of 6 inches or the City may contract to have it done and the owner will be charged for the costs incurred.  
Horses: We have no Ordinance regarding horses.  City Clerk Dawn Veit will call the citizen with the complaint to get more information regarding the group of trail riders involved.
Teresa Leshovsky:  regarding maintaining the city alley on 5th street.
Sam Post: regarding the alley on 5th Street.  Mr. Post has questions regarding the property lines between his lot and the city alley. He would like to apply to have the alley vacated.
