REGULAR MEETING
Monday, September 10, 2012
Nevis City Administration Office Meeting Room 102

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the tenth day of September, 2012 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Paul Schroeder; Council Members:  Tom Haag, Cammy Johnson, John Plumley and Heidi Schmeichel.
Absent:  None

Mayor Paul Schroeder called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Johnson, to approve the Regular Agenda for the September 10, 2012, City council meeting with the following additions:  Liquor Store – 1.  Hire two bands, 2. Handicap accessible restrooms;  Fire Department – 1. New member to the Fire Department, 2. Concrete project update.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Plumley, to approve the Consent Agenda:
I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on August 13, 2012
II. Approval of the August 2012 bills for payment.
III. Approval of the August 2012 financial report.
IV. Approval of the August 2012 Liquor Reports.
V. Approve the August 20, 2012, transfer of funds in the amount of $11,218.00 from PM Account #32918 (Maintenance Vehicle Fund) to Ckg Account #4100092 (General Fund Account).  Fund transfer is to pay remaining amount of the 2012 Ford Pick-up Truck.  Total amount of truck was $25,813.00 minus $14,595.00 for 2005 pick-up sale with a remaining balance of $11,218.00.
VI.  Approve paying the cost of the 2012 Ford pick-up license with water 601 and sewer 602 funds.  Amount of license was $1,720.60 (Sewer $860.30; Water $860.30).

PLANNING COMMISSION
M/S/P, Johnson, Schmeichel, to approve the variance request of Keith and Renee Thielen, 116 Emily Street,” to rebuild an existing building, adding 50% while maintaining the existing 55’ setback from the lake and 20’ setback from the street.  No extra stories will be added to structure, but main floor level will be raised to new driveway level with a taller roof structure; a new landscaping plan of planting new trees, shrubs, and shoreline grasses will mitigate the added height of the new structure.”
Variance request is approved with the five conditions:  
1. Proposed new dwelling, including eaves and deck, shall not project closer than 55 ft. at any point from the OHWM.
1. Existing accessory garage shall be removed within six (6) months from date of building permit issuance for construction of the new dwelling.
1. Structure height of new dwelling on lakefront shall not exceed 24 ft. at roof peak from existing grade.
1. Existing westerly driveway shall be removed and relocated to the west at a width not to exceed 30 ft. Grass shall be planted between the existing and new driveways once completed.
1. The two existing tax parcels shall be combined prior to issuance of a building permit.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Haag, to approve Bruce Babler as member of the Nevis Planning Commission effective September 10, 2012.   Babler will finish the term for Justin Isaacson. Term for Babler will expire July 31, 2013.

SANITATION DEPT
Table sewer rates until the October meeting.  

WATER DEPT
Dates for flushing hydrants will be October 2, 3, and 4.

STREETS
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, stated the 2012 Street Project is underway.  

LIQUOR STORE
M/S/P, Schroeder, Schmeichel, to approve hiring two bands at the cost of $600.00 each.  Muffin Man will play September 29 and Body Shots will play October 27, 2012.

Lisa Kamrowski, Liquor Store Manager, and council members Cammy Johnson and Heidi Schmeichel, will meet with the Minnesota State Inspector to determine a handicap accessible plan for the liquor store restrooms.  Table until October, 2012 council meeting.

Kamrowski will check into prices for security cameras in the liquor store off and on sale.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
M/S/P/ Schroeder, Johnson, to approve Jerry Lampl as a member of the Nevis Volunteer Fire and Rescue effective September 10, 2012.

Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, informed the council that the previously approved concrete project at the fire all will require additional repair due to the building not having any footings.  Remove the front apron, pour footings and add new apron.  

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Plumley to approve the additional cost to repair the concrete project at the Nevis Fire Hall.
	
CEMETERY
Two bids were received to remove one tree from the City beach and one tree from Lakeview Cemetery.  Bids received were:  Kelly Rittgers $840.00 and Stan’s Firewood & Tree Service $1,009.97.  Bids were opened at the Nevis City Office by Don Umthun, Public Works Operator and Carol Fridgen, City Administrator.  Umthun contacted Kelly Rittgers to remove the trees.

PARKS DEPARTMENT
Paul Schroeder proposed a solution for the beach at Halvorson Beach.  People have pulled up to the beach with boats during the summer and walk on the side of the block wall which may start washing out.  Steps on the side of the wall may eliminate the wall from washing out.  Heidi Schmeichel, Parks Commissioner, will work with Umthun to determine how to remove the stump from the beach, the cost of a sign, and contact Russ Hensel, UFFDA Committee, to see if they would like to work with us to deter the total cost of the project.  Table until October meeting.

POLICE DEPARTMENT
Jeff Stacey, Hubbard County Deputy, reported the City has received a couple complaints regarding barking dogs.  Stacey will follow our Ordinance No. 2 and issue citations as needed.
  
ADMINISTRATION
Paul Schroeder thanked Deb King for designing the Nevis City Brochure free of charge.

Brian Skinness spoke to the council about “moving forward with Muskie Days”.  Summary is on file.
