



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR MEETING

Monday, September 14th, 2009 – 7:00 P.M.

Nevis City Administration Building – Meeting Room 102

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the fourteenth day of September, 2009 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Dave McCurnin, Council Members: Karl Dierkhising, Paul Schroeder, Heidi Schmeichel, and Cammy Johnson

Mayor McCurnin called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on August 10, 2009

II. Approval of the minutes of the special meeting September 1, 2009

III. Approval of the minutes of the special meeting September 9, 2009

IV. Approval of the August 2009 bills for payment.
V. Approval of the August 2009 financial report.
VI. Approval of the August 2009 liquor report.
VII. Approve increasing the Fire Department Pension Plan from $950.00 to $1,050.00. 
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve the resignation of Kevin King from the Planning Commission effective September 14, 2009.
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve Jim Hawes to the Planning Commission effective September 14, 2009 for the term 9/14/2009 to 7/31/2011.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve the bid from R. J. Construction in the amount of $1,500.00 to repair the dip in the sewer line located on Arrowhead Drive.  Quotes received:  R.J. Construction $1,500.00 and Scouton Sewer & Excavating $1,747.25.  Please note:  On September 15, 2009, Don Umthun notified R. J. Construction that the council had awarded him the bid.  R. J. Construction notified Umthun that he does not have the proper license to do the project.
Don Umthun informed the council he has asked for two quotes for the repair of Evergreen Court in front of Angie Otterness’ home.  He has had no responses and will inquire again.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve the water-rate base increase from $22.50 to $28.00 per quarter, effective 4th-quarter billing, December of 2009.  ($28.00 for first 10,000 gallons; $2.80 for each 1,000 gallons over base of 10,000 gallons).
Dates to flush the water hydrant will be October 6, 7 and 8, 2009.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve Long Construction for snow removal for the winter months of 2009-2010.  Long Construction said they would honor last year’s quote of $75.00/hr for a tandem dump truck and $95.00/hour for the front-end loader 3-4 yd. 
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, responded to the complaint about pot holes.  The plow truck has been in for repair so he has been unable to haul hot mix.  Hot mix is much cheaper than cold mix and holds better.  Don thought this project would be accomplished in the next two weeks regardless if we get hot mix or cold mix.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve waiving 3 months of the 6-month probation period for Mark Peterson, Liquor Store Manager, for health insurance and life insurance coverage, effective November 1st, 2009. 
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve extending the liquor store to the parking lot October 3, 2009 for October Fest.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve Ike’s Heating System to install a new propane furnace in the Nevis Fire Hall.  Quotes received include:  Ike’s Heating & Cooling $8,500.00, May Comfort Zone, Inc. $8,514.00, and Ackerman Plumbing & Heating $12,047.00.
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the “Emergency Management Handbook for the city of Nevis Government Officials.”

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the revision of Article IX of the Nevis Volunteer Firepersons Relief Assoc. By-Laws – ARTICLE IX  Survivor Benefit, Disability Benefit and Deferred Interest-Separate Vehicle.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the resignation of Craig Kritzeck from the Nevis Volunteer Fire Department effective September 14, 2009.

Paul Schroeder thanked John Wagenaar for volunteering his time and surveying transit to shoot elevations in the ice rink so it may be leveled more accurately.  He also thanked Don Umthun for all his work at the skating rink.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve soliciting for quotes for City garbage pick-up.
The memorial plaques at Muskie Park, which were vandalized, have been replaced.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve Resolution #2009-05 Adopting Proposed Preliminary General Fund Budget  for the year 2010  for the City of Nevis with a $25,000.00 transfer or 15%  increase that can be adjusted in December 2009.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve Resolution #2009-06 Adopting Proposed Preliminary Property Tax Levy for Tax Year Payable 2010. (General Gov’t $79,522, Streets $57,093, Police $48,936, Parks $18,351, Fire $12,412) = Total 2010 Levy Amount of $216,314.00)
Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Dierkhising and carried unanimously to adjourn.
