Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the eighth day of October, 2012 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Paul Schroeder; Council Members:  Tom Haag, Cammy Johnson and John Plumley

Mayor Paul Schroeder called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

M/S/P, Johnson, Plumley, to approve the Regular Agenda for the October 8, 2012 City Council Meeting with the addition:  Parks:  Garbage.

M/S/P, Johnson, Plumley, to approve the Consent Agenda:
I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on September 10, 2012
II. Approval of the September 2012 bills for payment
III. Approval of the September 2012 financial report

PLANNING COMMISSION
M/S/P, Plumley, Haag, to approve the contract agreement between City of Nevis and Andrew Mack, Planning and Zoning Administrator.

SANITATION DEPARTMENT
A letter was sent to the City of Nevis from Don Zierke, CPA, Miller McDonald clarifying the 2011 audit findings which indicated we needed to increase or sewer rates.  Mr. Zierke’s letter stated the City does have some room to absorb a decrease in cash for at least a couple of years before we should increase the sewer rates.  (Letter is on file at the Nevis City Administration Office.)

Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, we have had control and pump problems this year.  Umthun will notify the council of possible expenses.

WATER DEPARTMENT – No report

STREETS
M/S/P, Haag, Johnson, to approve Resolution No. 2012-07 A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY ADMINISTRATOR TO SIGN THE DOCUMENTS NECESSARY FOR THE ISSUANCE OF THE $90,000 BOND IN FAVOR OF NORTHWOODS BANK FOR THE 2012 STREET IMPROVEMENT PROJECT.

Umthun thanked John Wagenaar for doing such a great job providing engineering services to the City of Nevis at a minimal cost.  The council also thanked John Wagenaar for his continued services to the City.

The Nevis City dump will be open from October 12th to the 29th.


LIQUOR STORE
Lisa Kamrowski and Cammy Johnson met with Guy Sharpe to determine what needs to be done to make both bathrooms at the liquor store handicap accessible.  Lisa contacted three contractors for bids and only received one.  It was recommended by the City Administrator that specs be drawn up and  advertise with a local newspaper with a deadline.

PARKS DEPARTMENT – 
Table the Halvorson Beach sign.

A thank you letter will be sent to the residents that live in between Belle-taine public access and Halvorson Beach in Nevis.  Their property was crossed in order to obtain access to the beach area to build the wall.

Mayor Schroeder mentioned there is a lot of garbage on the State trail.  He would like Umthun to price garbage cans to place on the trail.

Council Member, Tom Haag, reported on the “Food and Beverage Establishment Inspection Report” from the Minnesota Department of Health concerning the Nevis Muskie Pavilion.  Two orders were issued during this inspection.  1. Discontinue operating fish fry behind the event stand without property flooring.  Discussed plywood or the installation of a cement slab with overhead protection. 2.  Fish fry or any other food prep must be done under some form of cover.  A tent or as discussed a cement pad to be installed.

The City of Nevis has a lease agreement #144-012-0077 with the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources for the Muskie Pavilion premises.  David Schotzko, Area Supervisor, DNR, was contacted for an approval to build an 8’ X 24’ concrete slab with a roof on the east end of the Muskie Pavilion.  An e-mail was received by Mr. Schotzko stating the following:  “The City of Nevis is authorized to construct an 8’ X 24’ addition onto the rear of the Muskie Pavilion as the addition is within the foot-print of the existing lease.  As long as you get planning and zoning approval, you should be good to go with this project.  Only the trees on the foot print of the addition are to be removed from state property as we discussed.”  

M/S/P Johnson, Haag, to approve the construction of an 8’ X 24’ concrete slab and a roof on the east end of the Muskie Pavilion.  The Nevis Lions will fund the project.

POLICE DEPARTMENT
A letter was read by Melissa Torkelson, city resident, regarding the Dog Ordinance No. 2.  The request is to change the current dog limit in the ordinance.  Tom Haag, Council Member, stated we have also received a letter from Deputy Jeff Stacey in response to the Torkelson’s letter.  Haag’s recommendation to the council was that we do not amend the Dog Ordinance No. 2 as written.  Torkelson then requested an extension in time to find a home for one dog.  Haag expressed he did not feel it was the council’s decision whether you may have more time, or not have more time, and that Jeff Stacey is the enforcement agent in this matter.

M/S/P Haag, Plumley, to not amend the City’s Dog Ordinance No. 2.

ADMINISTRATION
M/S/P, Schroeder, Plumley, to contribute $1,500.00 from the Liquor Store fund to support the Chamber of Commerce Music Festival held during Muskie Days.  Payment is to be made in February, 2013. 

M/S/P, Schroeder, Plumley, to reschedule the November 12 City Council meeting to November 13, 2012.  Veteran’s Day will be observed November 12 which is a mandatory legal holiday.  Yes – Schroeder, Plumley and Haag; No – Johnson.

M/S/P, Schroeder, Plumley to adjourn the meeting.
