DEPARTMENT OF COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT

PLANNING COMMISSION-
Edy Asell spoke regarding the “Temporary Family Healthcare Dwellings”.

SANITATION DEPARTMENT –

WATER DEPARTMENT -
Public Works Supervisor Don Umthun spoke on the “Wellhead Protection Program”, and answered any questions that the residents and council members had.  We will have a copy of the program in the Nevis City Administration Office for any residents to review.

STREETS-

CEMETERY –  
Don Umthun reported that he met with council member Jarod Senger in regards to a resident’s request to place a Ledger in the cemetery.  Request was denied for reasons of: uneven ground, stone to large and would be in the way of lawn maintenance.  Council will review cemetery ordinance and make adjustments where necessary.

LIQUOR STORE –
Liquor Store Manager Kiley Weaver reported we received 4 bids for a new security system for the Liquor store.  Buying all new equipment was tabled at this time.
