



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR MEETING
Monday, November 9, 2009

Nevis City Administration Building – Meeting Room 102

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the ninth day of November, 2009 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Dave McCurnin, Council Members:  Karl Dierkhising, Cammy Johnson, Heidi Schmeichel and Paul Schroeder.

Absent:  None

Mayor McCurnin called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda for the November 9, 2009 meeting.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on October 12, 2009

II. Approval of October 2009 bills for payment

III. Approval of the October 2009 financial report

IV. Approval of the October 2009 liquor report.
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, contacted the DNR regarding crosswalks connecting the Heartland Trail across County Road 2.  People using the Heartland Trail for biking, hiking, etc. are to yield at intersections.  No crosswalk is needed.

Mark Peterson, Liquor Store Manager, reported results of the 2nd Annual Minnesota Municipal Beverage Assoc. October Food Drive.  The Municipal took in $205.00 cash and 35 lbs of food for a total of $240.00.  The Municipal has started a dart league and Trivia Tuesday is a big hit.  

Furnaces are in the process of being installed at the fire hall.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve City Ordinance No. 38 Ordinance Regulating the Operation and Use of Snowmobiles, All-Terrain Vehicles, Go-Carts, Motorized Dirt Bikes and Neighborhood Electric Vehicles for the City of Nevis.  This ordinance shall take effect upon its summary publication in the City’s official newspaper.  John Masog, City Attorney will also review the ordinance.
Motion by McCurnin to disband the Nevis Police Department effective December 1, 2009.  Motion failed for the lack of a second.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve disbanding the Nevis Police Department effective December 1, 2009, unless Ed Franckowiak, Police Chief, needs two (2) more weeks to finish paperwork.  

Ed Franckowiak is to return inventory which was purchased by the City of Nevis.  The council will allow him to keep the clothing, boots and jacket; however, City patches must be removed.

Motion by McCurnin, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve purchasing three (3) 10-month Certificates of Deposit at True Star Bank in Park Rapids.  The purchase will be from the following funds:
25-06347 – Cemetery Fund – purchase a $10,000.00 Certificate of Deposit

25-14255 -  Sewer Replacement – purchase a $70,000.00 Certificate of Deposit

33058       - Water Extension/Replacement Fund – Purchase a $40,000.00 Certificate of Deposit.

Motion by McCurnin, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve True Star Bank as an additional official depository; and also included is the authorization of officers Dave McCurnin, Mayor; Paul Schroeder, Council Member; Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, on the signature card at the additional Official Depositor for 2009.

Dave McCurnin, Mayor, congratulated the Nevis Girl’s Volleyball team for going to State and wished them well.  
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to adjourn the meeting.
