Assistant Mayor Schmeichel called the meeting to order at 6:00 P.M.

M/S/P, Frank, Haag, to approve the Regular Agenda for the November 12, 2013, City Council meeting.

M/S/P, Haag, Frank, to approve the Consent Agenda:
I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on October 14, 2013
II. Approval of the October 2013 bills for payment.
III. Approval of the October 2013 financial report.
IV. Approval of the October2013 Liquor Report.

PLANNING COMMISSION
Tom Frank informed the council that on November 20, 2013, the Planning Commission will conduct a public hearing on the proposed changes to the Nevis Zoning Ordinance.

SANITATION
Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, explained lift station #8 lost power.  Hoffman Electric was called to find the electrical break and repair.  Conduit was used to prevent future breaks.  

WATER
Umthun reported he was unable to turn off the curb stop at 206 Main Street West, which is located in the driveway.  Robert Scouton was hired to dig up the area so the curb stop could be repaired.  The City of Nevis will repair the driveway in the spring of 2014. 

Umthun also reported a water leak in town located at 101 Main Street West, Infinity Entertainment.  The break is after the curb stop so it is the owner’s responsibility to repair.  Umthun will notify them of their responsibility.

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Frank, to approve the “Security Camera Policy” for the Nevis Liquor Store.

M/S/P, Frank, Haag, to approve the request of Lisa Kamrowski, Liquor Store Manager, to approve winter hours on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesdays, if no patrons are in the liquor store they may close at 11:00 p.m.; however, if there are patrons in the bar they will stay open until 1:00 a.m.   A sign will be posted at the liquor store notifying customers.

M/S/P, Frank, Haag, to approve American Income Life Insurance benefits for Municipals thru Minnesota Municipal Beverage Association (MMBA). 

M/S/P, Frank, Haag, to approve “Happy Hour” during the hours of 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  Kamrowski will determine the “happy hour” amount.

FIRE DEPARTMENT
M/S/P, Frank, Haag to approve Kerry Swenson, Fire Chief, to apply for a grant with AFG for compressor and hose testing equipment.  The deadline for the grant is December 6, 2013.
