Pursuant to due call and notice thereof, a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the tenth day of December, 2012, at 7:00 P.M.

Mayor Paul Schroeder called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

M/S/P, Johnson, Schmeichel, to approve the Regular Agenda for the December 10, 2012 City Council meeting with the following additions:  Steve Rassier, Superintendent Nevis Schools, request an antenna be placed on Nevis water tower; Parks – Sledding hill; Any other Business – Cammy Johnson

M/S/P, Schmeichel, Haag, to approve the Consent Agenda:

Steve Rassier, Superintendent Nevis Public School, requested a radio repeater antenna system be installed on the Nevis water tower.  Roger’s Two-Way Radio will be installing the antenna.

Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, stated we will check with the company that built the water tower to see if the design of the tower will handle the extra weight or wind pressure. 

Carol Fridgen, City Administrator, mentioned she had called Curt Meyer, Engineer, Widseth, Smith and Nolting, regarding placing an antenna on the water tower.  He stated there is no issue with placing the antenna on the tower; however, they suggest we have a lease for the project for our protection.  The engineers would like to know what size antenna will be installed, how they are going to mount the antenna to maintain the integrity of the tank,  will conduit be installed for power, and will the power payments be a school district or city’s responsibility.

Mayor Schroeder reported the C & C would like to pursue the sledding hill project. They would like to purchase the land from the church, develop the land, and donate the sledding hill to the City.  They need to know if the City will accept the donation.
