



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR MEETING

Monday, December 14, 2009

Nevis City Administration Building- Meeting Room 102

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the fourteenth day of December, 2009 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Acting Mayor Paul Schroeder, Council Members:  Karl Dierkhising, Cammy Johnson and Heidi Schmeichel.

Absent:  Mayor Dave McCurnin

Acting Mayor Schroeder called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda for the December 14, 2009 City Council meeting with the addition to Skating – a sweeper.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda with #10 left to the discretion of the City Administrator.


Approval of the Consent Agenda:

VI. Approval of the following year-end transfers:

1. Transfer the year-end balance of the Nevis Liquor Store funds to the general fund.

2. General Fund to Fire Fund for balance due on 2009 Fire Contract $1,036.24
3. Fire Fund to General Fund for 2009 Administrative Costs $5,975.24
4. Water Fund to General Fund for 2009 Administrative Costs $7,000.00
5. Sewer OM&R Funds to General Fund for 2009 Administrative costs $7,000.00
6. Liquor Store funds to General Fund for 2009 Administrative costs $3,600.00
7. Street, Water & Sanitation Fund to Fire fund for portion of MN Power 2009 $872.11
(Street $261.64, Water $261.64, San $348.83).
8.  Purchase $10,000.00 CD from Fire Fund for Fire Reserve Fund.

9. Transfer $3,500.00 from Police Fund to Vehicle Fund as per contract.

10. Transfer $2,000 from Street Fund to P.M. Account #32918 Maintenance Vehicle Fund

11. Open a “reserve account” in the amount of $100.00 for the Nevis Municipal Liquor Store.
12. Payment to Northwoods Bank – Assessments Received in 2009 for Belle Taine Heights $2,789.73
13. Transfer Water System D/R Fund year-end balance to Water O&M Fund.
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission to approve the Minor Subdivision request from Brent Lindow.
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the recommendation of the Planning Commission to approve the request from Brent Lindow to re-zone combining parcels. (Splitting parcel 31-1001100 into 2 separate parcels combining parcels 31-1001300, 31-1001920 and 31-1001900 and the remainder of parcel 31-1001100 into one (1) parcel and re-zoning it to B-2 with the remainder of parcel 31-001100 being zoned R-1.)
Acting Mayor Paul Schroeder clarified John Masog’s  response regarding the Angie Otterness property.  “Cities do not have legal liability for issuing building permits for an area that later is flooded by run-off.  The road was in place prior to the development.  The City did not cause the run-off problem by constructing the road after the home was built – the road was in place before the road was built.  Remediation is therefore the responsibility of the home owner.  By offering suggestions on how to fix the problem, or by hiring engineering help, the City does not incur any liability.  However, once the City decides to remedy the problem and constructs ditches or other drainage devices, or alters the level of the roadway, liability attaches.”
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve purchasing half the cost for a rotary broom for the skating rink.  Funds for half the cost of the sweeper will be paid for from the cemetery fund M.M. Acct. #25-06347 in the amount of $1,200.00 (approximately).
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve renewing the “Agreement Law Enforcement Services” contract between Hubbard County and the City of Nevis.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve advertising to sell the 1999 Ford Crown Victoria police squad vehicle and the 1988 Ford pick-up truck from the maintenance department.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve Resolution No. 2009-09 – A Resolution Allowing the City of Nevis to Continue Receiving Fine Money from Petty Misdemeanor, Misdemeanor and Gross Misdemeanor Citations.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the City Administrator to pay year-end bills on or before December 31, 2009.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the resignation of Sheila Ronnebaum as City Deputy Clerk and Zoning Administrator effective December 9, 2009.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve City Auditors, Miller McDonald, Inc. in the amount of $7,775 for the audit and $525 for the preparation and filing of the Annual Report to the Office of the State Auditor.  Scheduled date for the 2009 audit is February 1, 2010.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve Resolution No. 2009-07 – A Resolution Adopting the General Fund Budget for the Year 2010 for the City of Nevis.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve Resolution No. 2009-08 – A Resolution Adopting Property Tax Levy for Tax Year Payable 2010. (General $75,213.00, Streets $54,000.00, Police $46,285.00, Parks $17,357.00, Fire $12,412.00 for a total 2010 Levy Amount $205,267.00)
City Administrator gave the report from John Masog regarding the Ordinance 38.  John Masog approved the ordinance language as presented.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to adjourn the meeting.
