



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

 REGULAR MEETING
Monday, April 13, 2009 – 7:00 P.M.

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the 13th day of April, 2008 ay 7:00 p.m.
Present: Mayor McCurnin, Council Members: Karl Dierkhising, Paul Schroeder, Cammy Johnson, and Heidi Schmeichel

Absent: None

Mayor McCurnin called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda for the April 13th, 2009 meeting with the following additions:  Liquor – 4. Dram Shop Insurance; Parks – 2. Purchase a lawn mower; 
Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the 

Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on March 9, 2009

II. Approval of the March 2009 bills for payment.
III. Approval of the March 2009 financial report.
IV. Approval of the March 2009 liquor report.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising and carried unanimously to approve Dick Sessing Insurance to renewal the current insurance policy for May 1, 2009 through April 30, 2010.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the City of Nevis not waive the monetary limits on municipal tort liability established by Minnesota Statutes 466.04

Don Umthun set the date for flushing hydrants on April 28th, 29 and 30, 2009.
The Council was notified that Hubbard County approved our application on April 1, 2009 to obtain two lots on the Nelson property for water runoff purposes.  The applications will go to the State for final approval and transfer of the deed.  The process will take approximately one month.  

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve waiving the sewer and water bill for the Nelson property, 304 Main Street West, Nevis, in the amount of $411.85.
Don Umthun set the dates May 2 – May 16, 2009, for the City dump to be opened.  
The City of Nevis has received a “notice of compliance” from the Minnesota Department of Health for the “Smoke Shack” being utilized outside the liquor store for smokers.  

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the resignation of Heidi Schmeichel as the City Liquor Store Commissioner.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to appoint Schmeichel as Parks and Cemetery Commissioner effective immediately.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to appoint Mayor McCurnin as Liquor Store Commissioner effective immediately. 
Geri Naylor addressed the Nevis City Council regarding Barb Hanson.  

Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the DRAM insurance quote from Illinois Casualty Company in the amount of $3,103.00 for the term May 1, 2009 to April 30, 2010.   The other quote received was from Wells Fargo in the amount of 5,408.77.
Motion by McCurnin, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve the City participates in the “Outreach Program” from the MMBA.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve a 6-month leave of absence for Ben Roehl from the Nevis Fire Department effective April 13, 2009.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the Nevis Fire Department advertise selling their 4500 PSI power washer.
A discussion took place regarding the idea of Frisbee Golf .  Discussion tabled till next month.

Jacob Kluver has agreed to be the life guard at the City beach this summer.
Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, to purchase a new Cub Cadet bagger in the amount of $267.00 and riding lawn mower in the amount of $1,386.00, 42” from L & M Fleet Supply in Park Rapids.  Other quote received was from 34 East Lawn & Sport, John Deere riding lawn mower, 42”, $1,997.00.
Brian and Sarah Halik have donated the white paint to paint the Skating Rink Boards this summer.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve 
Police Chief, Ed Franckowiak, to purchase two new uniforms (2 tops, 2 bottoms).
Reminder of Board of Appeal and Equalization meeting April 30, 2009 at 10:00 AM in the Nevis City Administration Building – Council chambers.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve Resolution No. 2009-04 Resolution Authorizing Sponsorship of Trails operated by Nevis Trailblazers Snowmobile Club.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve an addition to the Nevis City Personnel Policy  requiring mandatory background checks and drug testing for all new employees and random drug testing for all City employees.
Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the City of Nevis to hold pig races on Sunday, July 5th, 2009.  The mayor thanked Bernick Company for donating money to the pig races.
Motion by McCurnin, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to Proclaim April 24, 2009 as General Federation of Women’s Clubs (GFWC).   The Nevis Study Club is a member of the GFWC

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to adjourn the meeting.
