



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

 REGULAR MEETING

Monday, May 11, 2009 – 7:00 P.M.

Nevis City Administration Building – Meeting Room 102
Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the 11th day of May, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.

Present: Mayor McCurnin, Council Members: Karl Dierkhising, Paul Schroeder, Cammy Johnson, and Heidi Schmeichel

Absent: None

Mayor McCurnin called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda with the following additions:  Fire – Purchase a 4-wheeler;  Liquor – Approve the liquor store to be open all Sundays in July.  Liquor – Approve extending the Liquor Store to the parking lot for the month of July.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve the 

Consent Agenda:

I. Approval of the minutes of the meeting on April 13, 2009

II. Approval of the April 2009 bills for payment.
III. Approval of the April 2009 financial report.
IV. Approval of the April 2009 liquor report.
V. Approve the minutes of the Special Meeting Local Board of Appeals & Equalization on April 30, 2009
Uff-da Days committee members, Mary Perry and Carol Zajackowski, informed the council that Uff-da Days will be held Labor Day weekend Sept 4th and 5th, 2009.  They requested we do structural improvements to the Muskie Stand.  The council has requested they come back with definite project amounts at the June meeting.  Tabled.
Don Umthun has tentatively set the dates May 18 and 19, 2009, for the City streets to be swept.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to regretfully approve the resignation of Barb Hanson, liquor store bartender, effective May 6, 2009.

Motion by McCurnin, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve the

Nevis Municipal Liquor Store to be open Sunday, July 5, 2009 for the Pig Races and all the Sunday’s the month of July.

 McCurnin will check with the C & C in regards to getting a special permit to extend the liquor store to the Muskie Pavilion on July 5th, 2009.
Motion by McCurnin, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to approve extending the Nevis Municipal Liquor Store to the parking lot for Muskie Days and Uffda Days.

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve sending someone to the MMBA conference May 17th- May 19th, 2009.

Motion by Johnson, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to request $6,000.00 from the Nevis Fireperson’s Gaming Fund, as it comes available, to purchase a 4-wheeler ATV and trailer.
Parks Commissioner, Heidi Schmeichel, is checking on designs and cost for a sign at Halverson Park.  Tabled
Paul Schroeder, Council Member, informed the council the retaining wall at Halvorson Park which supports the parking area, is not stable.  Don Umthun will get quotes from landscapers to fix the wall.

Paul Schroeder, Council Member, is still working on the five-hole Frisbee golf course.  Signs will need to be purchased.  

Don Umthun has tentatively set the date May 13, 2009, for painting the walls at the Ice Skating Rink weather permitting with the help of the Nevis Senior Class.  Brian and Sarah Halik have generously donated the white paint.
Jeff Stacy, Nevis Police Department, expressed concerns with a designated driving area for ATV’s coming into town.  The City will check into a possible ATV ordinance and some speed limits, or signage in the town.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Schmeichel, abstained by Johnson and carried to approve a 3%  pay raise for city employees other than department heads.

A Nevis City resident expressed concern for stray cats rooming within the city.  The City is looking into a possible cat ordinance and will be discussed more in June.  Tabled
Motion by Schmeichel, seconded by Johnson, and carried unanimously to adjourn the meeting.
