



NEVIS CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the 8th day of June, 2009 at 7:00 p.m.

Present: Mayor McCurnin, Council Members: Karl Dierkhising, Paul Schroeder, Cammy Johnson and Heidi Schmeichel

Mayor McCurnin called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel, and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda for the June 8th, 2009 meeting with the following additions:  Liquor – Extend liquor store to parking lot;  Police – police vehicle.

Discussion took place concerning repairs needed to the old blue Ford pick-up used by the maintenance department.  The issue is that the vehicle is not staying in reverse.  Tabled until the July meeting.  
John Plumley, Nevis citizen, expressed concern about the water usage rates for summer.  Don Umthun, Public Works Operator, will notify Mr. Plumley of the cost to install a second meter.  
Motion by McCurnin, seconded by Schroeder, and carried unanimously to approve extending the on-sale liquor to the liquor store parking lot for the months of July and August as available with the stipulation the liquor store manager informs the City Administrator so the insurance company may be notified.

Heidi Schmeichel, Cemetery Commissioner, noticed several flat tombstones at Lakeview Cemetery have sunken into the ground.  
Dave McCurnin and Heidi Schmeichel stated the City will place Veteran flags at Lakeview Cemetery, Resthaven Cemetery and the Catholic Cemetery.  

Paul Schroeder suggested when making the signs with rules and regulations for the “Frisbee Golf Course” to place a thank you to the C & C and co-sponsors for making the Frisbee Golf Course a joint project.

Tabled “Halvorson Park” sign.

Tabled Uff-da Days committee to report what repairs need to be made at the Muskie Stand and costs.

The City Council thanked Brian and Sarah Halik, Northwind Grocery, for contributing $135.00 towards the cost of the paint for the skating rink.  

Paul Schroeder, Council Member, explained Ed Franckowiac’s letter requesting repairs to the Nevis police vehicle.  The council will try to work it into our budget for next year.
