REGULAR MEETING

Monday, August 10th, 2009 – 7:00 P.M.

Pursuant to due call and notice thereof a regular meeting of the Nevis City Council was duly held on Monday, the tenth day of August, 2009 at 7:00 P.M.

Present:  Mayor Dave McCurnin, Council Members: Karl Dierkhising, Paul Schroeder, and Heidi Schmeichel.  Absent:  Cammy Johnson

Mayor McCurnin called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M.

Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel and carried unanimously to approve the Regular Agenda with the following addition:  Liquor Store - Approve the purchase of a new Freezer.
Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Dierkhising, and carried unanimously to approve the Consent Agenda:

Motion by Schroeder, seconded by Schmeichel and carried unanimously to approve the purchase of a new freezer for the Liquor Store in the amount of $619.86 from Sears.  Quotes received:  Harvala’s – Frigidaire 14 cubic feet $489, 17 cubic feet $599; Sears – Kenmore 21 cubic foot $619.86 (with tax), Kenmore 16.7 cubic foot $489.
Motion by Dierkhising, seconded by Schmeichel and carried unanimously to approve the Fire Department to increase the Pension Plan from $950.00 to $1050.00.
