PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES
August 28, 2013

The meeting was called to order by the Chair at 6:00 p.m. and the pledge of allegiance was recited.
1.   Roll was called. Commission members present, Chair Lindow, Skinness, Larsen, Babler, Nicklason, Council Liaison Frank and Planning & Zoning Administrator Mack were in attendance. Darrin Hoverson, DNR Area Hydrologist also attended the meeting as a guest speaker.
2.   Agenda was unanimously approved as presented.
3.	The June 26, 2013 Planning Commission meeting minutes were unanimously approved as amended.
4.   Old Business
· Discussion of proposed zoning ordinance updates.  Planner Mack presented a revised draft of the language for discussion regarding reductions in the shoreland setback requirements as request by the Planning Commission.  Further discussion occurred again regarding the fluctuation in Lake Belle Taine levels.  Darrin Hoverson spoke to the history of the lake levels and the reasoning behind the classification of Belle Taine as a Recreational Development Lake.  Planner Mack presented a site plan prepared by Blair Reuther for reconstruction of his residence.  The example cited how the ‘string line’ provision of the ordinance worked in this particular instance and how the required setback of 75’ could be reduced to 37.5 ft.  Following extensive discussion on this part of the proposed code changes, it was agreed not to propose reduction of the 75 ft. setback to 50 ft., but rather to modify the existing ‘string line’ provision in the ordinance to become more restrictive at a minimum of 50 ft. vs. the 37.5 ft. now allowed when there are dwellings on both sides of a residence.  It was also pointed out that this ‘string line’ provision is not applicable when there is a vacant parcel adjacent to the subject property in question.  This should be clarified in the new proposed language.  Mack will have this language ready for review at the September meeting along with the draft accessory building language.  A couple of other topics also surfaced regarding accessory structures & bee keeping.  Additional work will continue on the ordinance before setting up a hearing.  
8.   With there being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:45 p.m.  Attendees at the meeting, except for Skinness and Babler, continued discussion of the Reuther property ‘string line’ example on-site at the owner’s parcel.
